The bracelet is also essential if you wish to borrow
any equipment free of charge: mini-golf club,
canoe, trainers, balls.

Only specific shower shoes are allowed in the
showers .

An access card is given to you upon arrival. It is
strictly personal. To be returned at the time of
departure.

Parking of vehicles is prohibited on neighboring sites.
Motor traffic on the center is governed by the
highway code.

To avoid pollution and nuisance, use and abuse
your bicycle, not your vehicle.

For safety reasons, the lights on the bikes are
obligatory to circulate at night.

And, watch out for our children!

Itis forbidden to take photos and/or film individuals
or groups within the campsite.

Campers are expected to refrain from any action
which could be detrimental to the cleanliness,
hygiene or appearance of the campsite and its
facilities, especially sanitation facilities.

In order to respect your neighbours, it is asked
that you avoid all noise or disruption which could
disturb others. Any sound equipment should
therefore be used sensitively.

In July / August, La Genése has a security surveillance
service between 11 pm and 4 am.

Being vigilant is an elementary rule of security,
ensuring that of others is everyone’s duty.

Supervision of minors is incumbent on their parents
or legal guardians.

Any abandonment of animals being punishable by
law, a declaration will be made to the competent
authorities.

La Geneése declines all responsibility in case of a theft.
Do not leave any objects of value in your
accommodation (tent, caravan, rental, motor
home) during your absence.

The beaches of the river are not supervised.

The access to the river and the riverbanks (beaches)
are completely under your own responsibility.
Please, do reiterate these recommendations
to your children (access must always be in the
company of an adult).

Be careful: There might be holes hidden under the
water and some rocks might be slippery.

It is forbidden to smoke in the public and
entertainment areas (library, restaurant, grocery
shop, swimming pool, sauna, sanitary buildings,
reception desk, crafts area, children’s club, etc...).
Making a fire and individual barbecues are strictly
forbidden on the beaches and throughout the
centre.
